	NARRATOR: Sina Vann thought she was going on a vacation trip from Vietnam to Cambodia. Instead, she was betrayed, drugged, and sold into sex slavery. She was just 13 years old.

	Sina Vann: There was a demand for me to service 20 to 30 customers, if it’s on the weekend. (tear) I was sick and shaking but I had to service customers. The brothel owner threatened if I don’t go into the room I will be killed.

	NARRATOR: Sina says the memories are a hurt that cannot be healed….locked in a secret chamber of her heart. Sina was tortured inside these rooms at this now-abandoned brothel.

	Sina Vann: To put it plainly, I was just like a little bird in their hands. (looks down) If I didn’t service customers, I would be locked in the dungeon. They would tie my hands and feet. I was naked and the mosquitoes were swarming around me. And they would splash water over me and shock me. I was electrocuted. When I was shocked, I felt like my spirit just left me.

	NARRATOR: The nightmare lasted more than two years before she was rescued. Now, most days and nights, Sina chooses to walk back into her nightmare. She has to. She has dedicated her life to helping others trapped in brothels.

	Sina to Pross Long: Now you’re a different person. Can you tell me the difference between your life in the past and your life right now?  Pross Long to Sina: My life was dead. And now I have a new life. I can go to school and my parents love me. I’m very happy, very excited. I never expected that.

	NARRATOR: Sina has a third-grade education, but she’s catching up.  She wanted to become a schoolteacher. But now her life’s calling is teaching the world that slavery can be beaten.
